The column distinctly exhibits the graduation choices of those to-be graduates. To be specific,
the number of college students choosing employment experienced a dramatic decrease from 68.1% in
2013 to 60.7% in 2018, while that of those who intend to go for post-graduation education and start
up business increased significantly from 26.3% to 34% and from 1.3% to 2.6% respectively.
